Including non-voting members Mayor Mark Luttrell, Martavius Jones (Memphis City Schools board president) and David Pickler (chairman of suburban Shelby County Schools), the Transition Commission breaks down like this – 

· 11 suburbanites to 10 Memphians, 

· 15 men to 6 women, 

· 14 white members to 7 black members.
